· Keep training simple, positive and short   

· Be clear about what you want to train and train one thing at a time, (you can put things together later).

· Be consistent in your commands and ‘house-rules’

· Promptly reward (reinforce) the right behaviour

· Break exercises into easy steps, build up gradually
· If you are not in the right mood, postpone training

· Young animals have short attention spans, don’t ask puppies to do too much.

· ‘Time Out’s can be valuable, helping you and the dog to absorb learning.  A stressed dog cannot learn.

· Do not train if your dog seems unwell.  We all have off days.  Never hesitate to seek veterinary advice if in doubt. Please do not bring your dog to training if it is ill or is a bitch in season.
